The units are similar
to a small radio and have one ear
plug. Users can control the vol-
ume to enhance their enjoyment of
each production.

If you would like to reserve

one of the small, battery-powered
units for a show, call the TCT
office before the production and
we’ll have one waiting for you in
the box office when you arrive. If
you don’t reserve one in advance,
you may check with the staff when
you arrive to see if any units are
still available.

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Mac is Back!
Mac Is Back! TCT is excited

to announce Mac McAnally in
concert December 3, 2009 at 7:30
p.m in the historic Lyric Theatre.
As accomplished and acclaimed a
music maker as Mac McAnally has
been over his storied career, he’s
never seen anything quite like
2009. Last week, Mac was hon-
ored with ASCAP and Nashville
Songwriters Association
International awards for “Down
The Road,” the Kenny Chesney
smash which hit Mac wrote.
McAnally performed the song with
Chesney as well, leading to a
recent CMA Awards nomination for
the two artists in the Musical Event
of the Year category. 

Mac is nominated for the
CMA’s Musician of the Year, an
honor he also won in 2008. And 

he’ll be on hand November 11 as
this year’s CMA Awards are hand-
ed out during the ABC telecast
from Nashville’s Sommet Center. 

When he’s not picking up tro-

phies, McAnally is busy filling con-
cert venues and pleasing fans.
Named to the Songwriters’ Hall of
Fame in 2007 and the Mississippi
Music Hall of Fame in 2008,
McAnally has written six number
one singles in his career.
Signed to Show Dog Nashville,
Mac released “Down By The
River” in August, immediately
drawing the kind of accolades
you’d expect for a musician and
artist who’s been sought out by the
likes of Hank Williams, Jr., Amy
Grant, Jimmy Buffett, Travis Tritt,
and many more.

Warren, will open the concert.
